Using –er verb in a story format

Year group:
8 and higher level 7
Aims: 
To expand knowledge of verbs; to highlight the different conjugations of –er verbs; to allow students to interact with a story
KS3 Framework References: 8T2, 8T5, 8T6, 8T7

Previous lessons:
 Introduce –er verbs, explaining how they are conjugated.

This lesson: 

- Recap the conjugation of –er verbs

- Introduce a set of new verbs which are to be used in the story. Verbs include: nager, manger, plonger, enlever, attraper, sauter, se sauver, marcher, chasser, chercher.
- Ask students to stand up and mime the verbs, or alternatively play Simon says (Jacques dit.)
- Run through the story, miming the verbs to reinforce meaning.

- Run through the story again, but select four students to act out the parts (1 fish, 2 boys and 1 girl.)

- Ask students to look at the story and pick out certain features (e.g. third person plural, unknown words.)

- Plenary: Ask one or more students to narrate the story, with different actors.
Follow-up lesson:

- For more able students, ask them to produce a similar story of their own. They could use the same template, but just change certain details, or if they are really talented, they could personalize a little more.

- For less able students, gap-filling activities may be more suitable.
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
