Primary teachers:

Strategic leadership for languages in primary schools: the primary languages landscape and the role of subject leaders

This course is important for Head teachers and subject coordinators. The course is divided into three modules. The first module will develop the role of the subject coordinator and cover generic skills, including leadership for languages and implementation of the curriculum. The second module will address the primary language landscape. It will explore the role of language learning at primary level, examine the KS2 framework and Impact of the Rose review and cover progression and transition. In addition, the second module will present possible models and the languages that could be taught. In the final module, participants will be offered a choice: either a case study presented by a regional Initial Teacher Training coordinator; or the exploration of a unit of work from QCA scheme of work.

Integrating languages across the curriculum: planning a whole curriculum approach

This course is important for classroom teachers and subject coordinators. The course is made up of three modules. The first module covers the principles and concepts of the curriculum. The second module explores a whole curriculum approach. The third module addresses planning themes.

Planning progression / transition within and across key stages

This course is important for experienced classroom teachers, subject leaders, Higher Level Teaching Assistants, and secondary partners. It will address progression, assessment, and tracking pupils’ progress. It will provide an overview from ASSET, and explore transition across key stages.

The innovative classroom: embedding the KS2 framework and developing all the skills

This course is important for Newly Qualified Teachers, beginners, classroom teachers and Higher Level Teaching Assistants. This course is divided into three components. The first will explore innovative classroom strategies to embed the KS2 Framework. The second will address oral skills and literacy, and the third will explore intercultural understanding.
Secondary teachers:

Leading languages: making the case and developing the role

This course is important for subject leaders, Directors of specialism, senior leadership teams, Heads of Departments or Faculties. It will show you how to make the case for languages and how to promote the study of languages to the senior leadership team or governors, drawing on the key areas of intercultural understanding and the international dimension. It will cover what you need to know about developing your role and introduce you to alternative qualifications or case studies from schools.

Innovative curriculum design in languages: exploring opportunities for a more engaging and meaningful curriculum

This course is important for classroom teachers and subject leaders. The course will show you how to re-invigorate learning through curriculum design, with particular reference to students' language, exploring opportunities to raise attainment and increase pupils' independence through a more engaging and meaningful curriculum. It will cover innovative curriculum design, meaningful contexts for meaningful learning, up-skilling for linguistic independence and raising expectations.

The interactive classroom: moving the classroom room walls

This course is important for all language practitioners and Higher Level Teaching Assistants. This course will explore the use of digital technology and interactive resources to support language learning, with particular reference to developing spoken language skills.

The renewed KS3 Framework: what is in it for me and my students?

This course is important for all language teachers and subject leaders. This course is divided into two sessions. The first session will address the changes to the KS3 framework from a teaching perspective. It will cover the objectives of the KS3 framework, assessment opportunities and pupils' progress. The second session will cover the use of the target language in the classroom and the use of online modules and training modules.

Update on qualifications: pathways for languages

This course is aimed at all language teachers, Higher Level Teaching Assistants and Newly Qualified Teachers. This course is divided into two modules. The first module will explore the new GCSE, looking specifically at generic elements and the different exam boards, and at the controlled assessments, speaking and writing. The second module will cover the Languages Diploma and International Communication, and the third module will address what is allowed in the Additional Specialist Learning of the main diploma lines and other qualifications.

Languages post 16: Exploring the impact of the new A level and other options and solutions

This course is important for all sixth form tutors, teachers, and course leaders. This course is divided into two modules. The first module explores the impact of the new A level, and will provide advice and toolkits for teaching to mixed audiences. The second module will cover alternatives to A level and other options for students.
