L’histoire de Petit Poussin – Notes 1

· I wanted to introduce year 7 students to more extended text, so decided that plenty of visual support would be needed.  I also wanted them to learn to work effectively in groups.
· I chose a basic children’s story because of the element of repetition, and this particular story because it fitted in loosely with the “Animals” module.

· To begin with, I told them that they were going to hear a story and we would need to learn some new words first so that they would be able to understand it.
· To start with I introduced the major nouns from powerpoint and practised them.
· Next, I showed the story power point and read the story aloud.
· I showed the power point a second time and encouraged students to join in with repetition.  (Some explanation was needed, but most of it came from other students)
· When I thought they understood the story well enough, I explained that they were going to work in groups to re-order text correctly and  elicit ed from them the reasons for working in groups (sharing ideas/information; developing speaking and listening skills; valuing others’ contributions etc)

· I put the students into groups, gave out group-work sheets and told students that each group had only a small section of the story and that their section could begin anywhere.  They had approx 10 mins to cut and  reassemble their text.  
· I then read them aloud.  Students decided whether each part made sense and suggested changes where necessary.

· When each group was satisfied with their results, they stuck the

     re-ordered text onto coloured A4.

· Finally, I asked them what they found helpful/unhelpful about working in a group.  (Did they feel they were best at organising? Telling others their ideas? Listening to others’ ideas?) and asked what could they do to improve next time.

L’histoire de Petit Poussin – Lesson Notes 2

· I had texts stuck around room in advance of lesson, some in obvious places, others less easily visible.

· I asked students to recall the outline of the story in English and then ask ed them to suggest any names of characters and phrases they might recall (Can they remember the order the characters appeared in? what any of them said? any of the repeated phrases?)
· I gave out answer sheets and explained to students that they were going to look for the pieces of text that went with each picture.  They had 5-10 minutes for this, working together or individually.
· After 10 minutes they swapped sheets and we marked them together.
· We then worked on the gap fill worksheet.  We read first paragraph aloud (teacher/together/volunteers).

· I then elicited from students what went in the first gap.  How did they know?

· Students completed work individually or in pairs and handed them in.
· They then worked on the whole text re-ordering task (chunks), individually or in pairs.  

· Finally, we had a competition.  I read the text aloud and paused for students to supply the next word or phrase.
