Group Chosen: Year 9j – High ability group

Language: Spanish

Teacher: Miss Choudhry

Topic : La Comida 
Objective: To raise the motivation and enthusiasm in Yr 9 Spanish lessons and interest for La Comida topic by producing a role play about complaints in a Spanish restaurant.

Before students produced their actual role play on film, the following series of lessons were planned:

Previous knowledge before starting Creative role play preperation:
Following the scheme of work for the topic of ‘La comida’, all students in the class had already been taught/ had a knowledge of:

      Food and drink vocabulary


  Opinions (Past and present)


  Use of Estar and Ser when giving opinions

      Present and past tense of key verbs. 

      (Comer– to eat, Tomar- to have/take, Beber – to drink and Pedir – to order/ask for) 
      How to order in a restaurant /To recognise and be able to respond to questions in a

      Restaurant situation.
Lessons leading up to final role play (Including resources):
1. Typical and comical restaurant complaints. – (Restaurant complaints.ppt)
2. Recap vocabulary used in a restaurant situation. (Ordering in a restaurant -Task Magic)
    Teach common colloquial expressions and phrases used in every Spanish conversation.     
(Everyday Spanish language and expressions.ppt)  
3. Recap new vocabulary from previous lessons. (Colloquial Spanish – Task Magic)
     Role Play peer assessment target language taught. (Sp Peer Assessment_year 9.ppt)
     Enables students to evaluate their peer groups in the target language as well as  

 
identifying what they need to do to reach a high level. 
     Students put themselves into groups of 3 – 4 and decide upon whom is playing which role.
4. Recap of peer assessment target language (Role play peer assessement – Task Magic)
     In their groups, students start to write out scripts for role plays.
5,6.  Students prepare and practise acting out their role play in the classroom.
7,8. In the drama studio, all students in the class act out their role plays in front of their peers. They are also filmed by a digital recorder whilst acting out their plays. 

After each group performs, the rest of the class individually assesses the group, using a peer assessment grid in the target language. Students tick the appropriate column and may also add additional comments. (Peer assessment table – Yr 9 sp role play.doc/ DVD  x2 of Role plays)
9. Students watch the role plays in the lesson and complete a questionnaire that allows them to give feedback on the role play lessons. They are asked if their motivation levels in Spanish have changed and if it helped and / or improved their learning of the language.
