Tick each step when you have done it.  Keep this paper in your plastic wallet with your work.
1. Choose your object to make (eg paper aeroplane, chatterbox, helicopter).  Hint: keep it fairly simple.  

2. Make your object, and test it (maximum 3 test flights for planes!).

3. Note the steps you take to make it in Spanish in your exercise book.  Check the Spanish carefully.  You may look up any new instructions in your dictionary. Think back to how the instructions were given in the tortilla recipe, and show your results to Mrs Cousin.
4. Draw a storyboard giving exact instructions how to fold/tear/cut the paper.  Use ordinal numbers, verbs, nouns and adjectives to show how to make your object.  

5. Rehearse saying your instructions, and demonstrate how to make your object.

6. Think about how you could best make this into a film… before you borrow the camera / video camera.  How will you display your object?  Will you use still or video photography? 
7. Borrow the appropriate camera, and once you have taken your photos, bring the camera to Mrs Cousin to have the photos transferred on to your CDr. 
8. Once you have your photos/video saved onto CDr, borrow the CD recorder and microphone, and record your instructions – take it in turns.   Play them back to make sure your accent and pronunciation are accurate.
